The Classroom Manager provides 

navigation for classrooms while updating the 

Status and Time Managers with special class 

data. 

For each classroom, the Status Manager 

keeps track of each scheduled and  

unscheduled special.

The Time Manager assures that each special 

class is scheduled for the allotted time as 

defined in the Wizard.

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Special Classes Scheduling Five and Six Grids

Special Classes Scheduler Five uses a different grid format than 

Special Classes Scheduler Six. All the functions are identical. Six has 

an extra column for the sixth special class within each day and its 

controls are located at the top of the grid. Five has its controls on the 

right side and has five columns for each day.

The following two examples show the grid presentations for 

Scheduler Five and Six. All of the other that follow are in the 

Scheduler Five format.
